The Bright Sky Project is a business-school
partnership programme designed for the life plan-
ning of the students with special educational
needs (SEN). Through the supports and participa-
tion from industries and commercial organizations,
together with the training by school teachers and
social workers, students participating in this
program can work in a realistic working environ-
ment. Conducting internships and drawing work
experiences could help them to become a
work-ready unit for the future career. At the same
time, the mutual contact in the community can
positively reveal the ability of SEN students, there-
by eliminating disagreements and enhancing
acceptance, thus creating a harmonious society.

The first Bright Sky Project began in 2015. It
was co-organized by the Asia Children Education
Association, Choi Jun School, Chinese Christian
Church Mongkok Church Kai Oi School and Sav-
iour Lutheran School. During the three-year
period, the programme provided a variety of activi-
ties for the students from the schools mentioned
above, including career seminars, company visits,
workshops, and internships, so that students could
have a comprehensive understanding of the actual
working environment and the requirements of the

Subsequent to last year’s success in
the exchange activities with mainland sister
school, once again, Mary Rose School
organized exchange activities with our
mainland sister school.

This Year, with the leadership of Vice
Principle Ma, a group of 44 students and
parents visited Shun-de Qi Zhi School from
March 27 to March 29 for educational
exchange activities. This exchange arrange-
ment was organized with our sister school,
so as to allow our teachers and students as
well as parents to experience their school
life. In addition to visit of the campus to have
a general understanding of our mainland
sister school, our students also participated
in classroom activities. They even participated
in food and craft creative activities. Moreover,
they participated in the experiential activities
at the “Xiang Yun Sha Education Center”.
All participants were able to gain valuable
experiences and benefit substantially from
this trip.
